Voltage converters can adapt the local voltage to match your device's
requirements, while travel adapters allow you to plug your device into
different types of power outlets.

What type of power socket does Portugal use?

the answer is simple. Portugal uses Type F power sockets, which have two
round pins and grounding clips. Your standard US devices with flat, two-
pronged plugs won't fit directly into these outlets. To use your electronics,
you'll need a Portugal adapter type that specifically converts US plugs to Type
F.

What type of power outlet is used in Portugal?
1. Using Power Outlets: In Portugal, the standard voltage is 230V, and the
frequency is 50Hz. Most power outlets in Portugal use the Type F plug, which

has two round pins and a grounding pin. However, some older buildings may
still have the Type C plug, which does not have a grounding pin.
